wise men came to Jerusalem from the east,
‘Where is the infant king of the Jews?' they
asked. ‘We saw his star as it rose and have
come to do him homage.” When King Ilerod
heard this he was perturbed, and so was the
whole of Jerusalem. He called together all the
chiel priests and the scribes of the people, and
enquired of them where the Christ was to be
born. ‘At Bethlehem in Judaea’, Lhe_\' told him
‘for this is what the prophet wrote:

And you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,

vou are by no means least amony the leaders

of Judah,

for out of you will come a leader

who will shepherd my people Israel.’
Then Herod summoned the wise men 1o sce
him privately. He asked them the exact date
on which the star had appeared, and sent them
on to Bethlehem, ‘Go and find out all about
the child,” he said ‘and when you have found
him, let me know, so that T too may go and
do him homage.’ IHaving listened 1o what the
king had to say, they sct out. And there in front
of them was the star they had seen rising; it
went forward and halted over the place where
the child was. The sight of the star filled them
with delight, and going into the house they saw
the child with his mother Mary, and falling
to their knees they did him homage. Then,
opening their treasures, they offered him gifts
of gold and frankincense and myrrh. But they
were warned in a dream not to go back to
Flerod, and returned to their own country by a
different way.

SAVIOUR OF ALL PEOPLE
Today’s feast of the Epiphany is the only
Sunday in the three-year cvele in which the
readings remain exactly the same. That in
itselt should lead us to take seriously Isaiah’s
summons to lift up our eves, look around, and
see that all people are called to sing God’s
praises as equals.

Changing our point of view is not alwavs

easy, and the process of seeing, understanding
and accepting the point of view of the other
person is challenging. What is really our
attitude to those who see the world differently

to ourselves?

The people of Israel were encouraged to see
themselves as the people specially favoured by
God. They had suftered much at the hands
of foreign nations who were more likely
to destroy their Temple than worship in it.
Isaiali’s entreaty to see the nations around
them as people who were also searching for
the living God required a significant change of
perspective.

Paul continues to develop Isaiah’s vision as he
seeks to open the eves of Jewish Christians to
the fact that the mystery of God’s plan is now
revealed in Jesus Christ. Now the old barriers
which had existed between Jews and Gentiles
have been torn down. Now all people can
share in the same inheritance, promises, and
relationship with God. It is Matthew who gives
the forceful reminder that the first people to
recognisc Jesus' kingship were outsiders. Tt is
not only their presents but their presence that

provides a precious gift,
