blood. It is your concern.

.And the people, to a man,

shouted back:

. His blood be on us and on

our children!

.Then he released Barabbas

for them. He ordered Jesus
10 be first scourged and then
handed over to be crucified.
The governor’s soldiers
took Jesus with them into
the Praetorium and collected
the whole cohort round him.
Then they stripped him and
made him wear a scarlet
cloak, and having wwisted
some thorns into a crown
they put this on his head
and placed a reed in his right
hand. To make fun of him
they knelt to him saying:

. Hail, king of the Jews!
.And they spat on him and

took the reed and struck
him on the head with i.
And when they had finished
making fun of him, they took
off the cloak and dressed him
in his own clothes and led
him away to crucity him.

On their way out, they
came across a man  from
Cyrene, Simon by name,
and enlisted him to carry
his cross, When they had

—

.He saved

reached a  place  called
Golgotha, that is, the place
of the skull, they gave him
wine to drink. When they
had finished crucifying him
they shared out his clothing
by casting lots, and (hen
sat down and stayed there
keeping guard over him.
Above his head was placed
the charge against  him;
it read: ‘This is Jesus, the
King of the Jews'. At the
same lime two robbers were
crucified with him, one on
the right and onc on the left.

The passers-by jeered at
him; they shook their heads
and said:

.So you would destroy

the Temple and rebuild it
in threc days! Then save
yourself! If you are God’s
son, come down from the
cross!

. The chiel priests with the

scribes and clders mocked
him in the same way, saying:
others; he
cannot save himself. He is
the King of Israel; let him
come down from the cross
now, and we will believe
in him. He put his trust in
God; now let God rescue
him if he wants him. For
he did say, ‘I am the son of
God'.

. Even the robbers who were

crucified with him taunted
him in the same way.

From the sixth hour there
was darkness over all the
land undl the ninth hour
And about the ninth hour,
Jesus cried out in a loud
voice:

Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani?

. That is: ‘My God, my God,

why have you deserted me?”
When some of those who
stood there heard this, they
said:

C.The man is calling on
Elijah,

ran to get a sponge which
he dipped in vinegar and,
putting it on a reed, gave
it him (o drink. The rest of
them said:

C. Wait! See if Elijah will
come to save him.

All kneel and pause a moment.

N. At that, the veil of the Temple
was torn in two from top to
bottom; the earth quaked;
the rocks were split; the
tombs opened and the bodies
of many holy men rose from
the dead, and these, after
his resurrection, came outl
of the tombs, entered the
Holy City and appcared to a
number of people.

Meanwhile the centu-
rion, together with the others
guarding Jesus, had seen the
carthquake and all that was
taking place, and they were
terrified and said:

C. In truth this was a son of
